A The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
( SNAP) 1 s one of the nat.
Important anti-hunger and anti-poverty programs.

A Served over 46.5 million people in low-income
households in average month of 2014.

A Served monthly average of 4.6 million households
with non-elderly individuals with disabllities in 2014.

A Maximum monthly allotment for a household of 1 is
$194; $354 for a household of 2; and $511 for a
household of 3¢

A SNAP is one of the few means-tested benefit
programs that is available to non-elderly, non-
disabled adults without children (often referred

to as Able Bodied Adults Without Dependents, or
ABAWDS)

A But, such individuals are subject to time limits on
SNAP receipt if they are not exempt or working
or participating in a qualifying training activity for
at least 20 hours per week

A Limited to 3 months in a 36 month period

A The Personal Responsibility and Work

Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996
(PRWORA) limited receipt of SNAP benefits to

A Individuals who are employed or self-employed

A Students enrolled at least half-time in any recognized
school, training program, or institution of higher education

A Individuals who are chronically homeless

A November 2015 the Food and Nutrition Service
(FNS), which administers SNAP, released a memo
t hat st aatcleaicatlymhanteless individual
who is living on the street may be considered unfit for
employment as determined by the state. Federal rules
at 273.24(c)(ii) allow states this flexibilityé o
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A Throughout the recent recession, many states
received state-wide walvers, but as economy
rebounds, these state-wide waivers are ending

A In most states time limits are returning for the
first time In many years in January 2016.

A States still have option to request waivers from
USDA in areas of high unemployment 7 but
some are declining waivers.
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
